Introduction to Talmud

16: 116b: Blind
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Rav Acha bar Yaacov said: A blind person is
exempt from reciting the haggada. Here it is
written, "Because of THIS;" and there it is
written, "THIS son of ours." Just as there it
comes to exclude a blind person, so too here
it comes to exclude a blind person.

Is this true? Did not Mereimar say: | asked
the rabbis of the house of Rav Yosef, who
recited the haggada in the house of Rav
Yosef, and they told me: Rav Yosef; Who
recited the haggada in the house of Rav
Sheshet, and they told me: Rav Sheshet?

Those rabbis maintained that matza was of
rabbinic obligation today.

He holds that any rabbinic enactment is

undoubtedly hold that any rabbinic
enactment is enacted analogously to the
Biblical obligation.

Rather - there, where it should have said "our
son is," and it says "This son of ours is," we
learn from that that the blind are excluded.
But here, other than "because of this," what
could it say? It is telling us "because of matza
and maror."
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
