Rav Yochanan said: "Nishmat kol chai" - It
would appear that this is the correct
interpretation - also "Nishmat kol chai," after
Yehallelucha. For if you do not say so, who are
we following? And he calls "Nishmat" the
blessing on the song because we recite it on
Shabbat after pesukei d'zimra.

And R. Chaim Kohen would not have a
conclusion to Yehallelucha, but only to
Nishmat alone, because the phrase "birkat
hashir" implies only one blessing.
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
